There are 27 bookings so far and it would be nice if a few more of you could join us on this trip, which only happens once
every two years. We have booked a very comfortable 49-seater coach (£.135.00 p.p.) to avoid the cramped conditions we
had last time. There are still 3 single rooms left at the Hotel Haus Morjan which is beautifully situated on the Rhine
Promenade with wonderful views across the River Rhine to the Fortress of Ehrenbreitstein, not far from the ‘Deutsches Eck’
(German Corner), where the rivers Rhine and Moselle meet.

Eltz Castle, which is one of the most beautiful and best preserved castles in Germany. Lying in a romantic setting surrounded
by an unspoilt landscape, inviting and majestic at the same time - like a fairy-tale castle come to life. You will find history cast
in stone and you will feel yourself immersed in the spirit of a past revived - a fascinating view of the different ages of Western
(Occidental) culture is waiting for you.

Eltz castle has remained in the procession of the same family for over 800 years.

The present owner of the castle, Dr. Karl Graf von und zu Eltz, known as ‘Faust von Stromberg’, lives in Eltville/Rhine.

The family has had its main German residence there since the beginning of the 19th century. Dr. Karl Graf von und zu Eltz
represents the 33rd generation of the House of Eltz. He has undertaken the task of maintaining this national monument for
the public, to preserve its structure and, following family tradition, pass it on to the 34th generation.

There is a restaurant on the premises.

Entrance fees: Guided Tour of the Castle, 40 min approx € 7.00 p.p.
Shuttle Bus from or to Car park € 1.50 p.p. one way

In the evening our Koblenz friends are arranging a Dinner at the RHENANIA Yacht Club. Buy your own drinks plus we might
have to pay a small contribution towards the cost of the meal.

Fri, 25" September departure time to be announced
Excursion to ‘Schloss Sayn’ and the ‘Garden of the Butterflies‘at Sayn. There is also a chance to
visit the ‘Rheinisches Eisenkunst Museum’ in the castle grounds.
Refreshments can be found at the Restaurant ‘Burgschénke St Hubertus’.
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The reconstruction of the palace, which had been destroyed during World War Il, was completed in summer 2000. Now the
splendour of Sayn Palace ("Schloss Sayn") is restored. Together with the castle hill and the park the neo-gothic residence of
the Princes of Sayn-Wittgenstein-Sayn is the centre piece of a romantic ideal landscape. Inside, a museum has been created,
where the visitor can see a multitude of artefacts from the times when Sayn was famous for its ornamental cast iron
(Kunstguss). The adjacent Chamber of the Princesses offers an insight into the history and life of 6 generations of Princesses
Sayn-Wittgenstein and their children etc
